Thinking outside the box

Her passion and her career is art.
Her abilities create beautiful pieces
for the Lafayette and West Lafayette
communities. She’s Linda Vander-
kolk, and she loves what she does.

“My favorite part about the art I
do is just thinking up new ideas,”
said Vanderkolk.

Those new ideas bring livelihood
to bland spaces throughout the
Greater Lafayette area. She works
with experts of different professions
to create wonderful artwork for resi-
dents to enjoy.

One example is the statues in the
Farmers” Market. She thought up the
idea, but lacked the skills and tools
to work with the metal. She paired
with a local welder, and together
they brought art to 5th St.

“I like working with other
expertise. We create something that
we couldn’t have made separately,”
she adds.

Her most recent project, Ice Pie,
is a mural at Cumberland
Elementary School. She collaborated
with another area artist, Amanda
Carmer, as well as the students at the
K-3 school. They collected pictures
